technique), to fulfill statistical requirements. The advantages
of this psychodiagnostic test are the following: ~ the technique
of application and interpretation excludes any subjective par-
ticipation in view of the "expressive" dominance of the technigues
- the application and interpretation period does not exceed
twenty minutes, if applied by a thoroughly experienced tester.

This test, which was especially designed for the
diagnosis of schizophrenia and cerebral lesion cases, is being
studied (77) by the ISOP (58), as it has been observed that it
lends itself to the study of the personality.

I1 ne faudrait pas cque les specialistes, entraines
par 1l'intéret scientifique de leurs etudes oublient qu'elles
doivent &tre appliquées, ni, surtout qu'elles doivent étre
appliquées des qu'il est possible de la faire, méme sur des
points limités et en fonetion d'une documentation imparfaite.

necessaire, tout en respectant l'indispensable division en deux
specialisatlons scientifiques:

a) de renforcer les instruments de coordination:

b) de concentrer le rassemblement de la documenta-
tion, aussi bien sociologique que pédagogique ’
en fonction d'hypothéses de travail que les re-
cherches auront pour but de vérifier;

c) de doubler les projets de recherche spécialisés
dans le rassemblement des données sociologiques
ou pédagogiques, par des projets de recherche
socioapédagogiques susceptibles d'aboutir a des
récommendations de portée limitée, mais dtappli-
cation immédiate;

de nombreuses études de communautés; le Centre a déja entrepris
d'importantes recherches dont certaines sont terminées dtautres
avancées, En les completantﬂ‘ il peut étre tres rapidenent pos-
sible, d'etayer certaines conclusions sur un appareil de preuves
valables. Mals ces conclusions ne se trouvent pas dans un tra-
vail déterminé, il faut les deduire des multiples indications qui
ressortent de travaux tres divers.

Les résultats que l'on peut attendre,'pour l'orien-
tation de la politique scolaire, de 1'étude du fonctionnement de

gories de problémes bien différents et tres inégalement comple-
xes.
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Une premiére catégorie concerne uniquement sur la
manisre dont 1l'école accomplit sa tache dans les diverses com-
munautés, elle n'implique aucun jugement sur les fins que de-
vraient poursuivre une politique d'éducation, mais uniguement
sur le succes qu'elle obtient dans la poursuite des bits qui
sont actuellement les siens.

Projet concernant 1l'accélération de 1'alphabetisation

Sanspréjuger des diverses fonctions que 1l'on peut
attribuer a 1l'enseignement de base, chacun sera d'accord pour ad
mettre que l'une de ces fonctions est l'alphabétisation de la
plus grande partie de la populationj a ce point devue que le recen-
sement de 1950 donne un pourcentage élevé, 50,19% ne sachant ni
lire ni éerire. Diminuer rapidement ce pourcentage est un put
que toute politique d'éducation peut se proposer.

Mais les efforts employés pour y parvenir sont d'un
rendement tres inégal suivant la structure des groupes auxquels
on les appliques: sans doute tous les facteurs sociaux contribuent
a cette inégalité, (revenus, folkways, etc...), mais il en est
un dont 1l'influence est tres grande: la densité du peuplenment.
Les efforts appliqués sont d'un rendement particulierement grand
du point de vue du nombre qul est ici essentiel dans les regions
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de forte densite; les populations de trés faible densité cons-
tituent des populations marginales pour lesquelles des efforts,
gui doivent etre plus grands, sont d'un rendement plus faible.

En fonction principalement des modes de peuplement
et en particulier de la densité démographique d'une part et, d*
autre part, de 1'état de la population du point de vue instruc-
tion, le C.B.P.E. pourrait faire une premiére application gros-
sidre mais efficace de la méthode “"carte sociologique et carte
culturelle", préconisée dans le document Klineberg, pour déter
miner les points ol les efforts en matidre d'enseignement de
base peuvent donner les resultats les plus rapides et les plus
importants.

Y-a-t-11 intérét a concentrer des efforts d'alpha-
bétisation sur les zones ou les résultats sont les plus faciles
a obtenir pour diffuser a partir de 1a une bonne école dans les
zones moins favorisées, ou au contraire a faire porter les ef-
forts les plus grands sur les zones ou les difficultés sont les
plus grandes? C'est une question fondamentale qu'il n'appartient
pas au centre de trancher, mais pour laquelle il appartient au
centre de fournir une documentation a ceux qui doivent la tran-
cher.

Cette premiére délimitation de zone favorable a une
seolarisation intensive peut 8tre effectude rapidement: la do-
cumentation existe, en effet ; elle se trouve dans les données
démographiques du recensement et dans les statistiques de 1'edu-
cationj elle se trouve aussi dans les travaux sur 1'éducation
dans les divers stats préparés par le CILIEME et poursuivis par
le C.B.P.E, Il suffit de la dépoulller, ce qui peut etre fait
en quelques semaines.

Mais, il ne suffit pas pour le Centre de déterminer
les zones, dans lesquelles un effort serait particuliérement pro
fitable, i1 faut encore pouvoir recommander des mesures appro-
priées aux conditions particuliéres de ces zones. ILes téchni-
ciens de 1'¢ducation ne sont pas sans y avoir songé, mals le Cen-
tre pourrait contribuer 3 les préciser, en procédant a une en-
quéte rapide parmi les professeurs primaires des zones interes-
sées. Pour ¥y parvenir un questionnaire pourrait etre préparé com
prenant un bref exposé des blts pours%gvis. Ltindication d'un

Projet concernant la formation du professeur primaire

Dans ce domaine une recherche qui peut &tre effec-
tude rapldement pourrait apporter des indications précieuses aux
autorités scolaires. L'enseignement brésilien primaire se trou-
ve devant la nécessité de former de nombreux professeurs primai-
res et devant la difficulté de maintenir les professeurs formes
dans des zones attardées et isolées qui leur offrent un milieu
auguel ils n'ont pas éte adaptés. A coté des professeurs ayant
recu une formation, les écoles, surtout municipales, doivent
done avoir recours a des professeurs improvisés.

Un choix s'offre donc aux autorités scolaires, acce-
lérer la formation des professeurs primaires pour en former un
plus grand nombre, au risque de diminuer la qualité de leur for
mation et de compromettre l'avenir pour mieux répondre aux né-
cessités du présent, ou bien maintenir le .plus haut possible la
qualité des professeurs formés par 1'école normale et recourir
largement, pour suppléer 3 leur petit nombre,aux professeurs im-
provisés. '
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Pour ce choix, le Centre pourrait apporter a ceux
qui doivent le faire une documentation précieuse. ftant données
les épreuves controlées qui accompagnent le passage des éleves
dans une classe, il est facile de mesurer, au moins du point de
vue de 1'alphabétisation, les résultats obtenus, d'une part par
les éleves des professeurs diplomés, d'autre part par ceux des
professeurs improvisés.

Des données existent déja dans recherches comme cel-
le qui porte sur 1'école de Macaé; il est facile de demander des
observations sur ce point dans tous les projets qui portent sur
1'étude d'une école, et, s'il est besoin,de faire dépouiller par
quelqu'un les résultats scolaires dm certain nombre d'écoles
dans diverses communautes.

Projet de recherche socio-pedagogique coo;donné

Le projet concernant l'alphabetisation présente déja
l'avantage de recourir au témoignage des professeurs de l'école;
il pourrait servir de point de départ pour un projet plus géne-
ral destiné:

THE RESEARCH PROGRAM OF THE C.B.P.E.

In vplanning the research program of the Centro for
the next two years it is suggested that the following principles
or criteria be followed:

Princinles

(1) The distinguishing feature of the Centro is
its emphasis on the notential contribution of
the social sciences to the solution of Brazilian
educational problems.

(2) Only those aspects of social science research
should be encouraged by the Centro which are
designed to make a contribution along these
lines, Similarly, educational investigations
encouraged by the Centro should pay particular
attention to social aspects and applications.

(3) The research program of the Centro should not
be diffused over many different areas, but
should be unified and integrated, with con-
centration on one major theme or topic.

(L) Under exceptional circumstances, projects may
be initiated which do not fit under the major
theme, but which are regarded as contributing
to the general aims of the Centro.

(5) Within the framework of the major theme, the
research projects to be undertaken may include
some which require considerable time (long-tern,
up to two years), for their completion, but
the attempt should be made to agree on some
projects whose results will be avallable within
a relatively short period (short-term, six
months to a year).

Major Theme

(6) The major theme which will constitute the
regearch program of the Centro may be stated

as a question: To what extent does the
Brazilian educational system satisfy the
changing requirements and felt needs of the
Brazilian people?

Comment - This theme is a broad one,perhaps
too broad, bu it does seem to represent a
necessary basis for reaching the goal of

the Centro, namely, the adaptation of the
educational system to the Brazilian situation.
It is not so broad as to include everythings
for example, 1t would rule out purely histori
cal studies as'well as other social science
investigations, valuable though all of these
may be in their own right, which do mot have
direct bearing on the present educational
system. If new community studies are planned,
they would have to be directly related to
educational problems if they are to receive
the support of the Centro. On the other hand,
the theme is so broad as to take in just about
all of the topies previously suggested. It

is hard to see, however, how it could be
reduced im scope without tying the hands of
the Centro staff,

Although the focus is on the present
educational system, this is done in the hope
that an answer, even a partial in the immediate
future. Both the reguirements, which may
perhaps be seen by an outside observer, and
the felt needs, as experienced by the people
concerned with education directly, must be

~kept in mind.

There are at least three important research
implications of the major theme. In the first
place, 1t will be necegsary to discover and
describe the esgsential characteristics of the
present educational system; secondly, some
conclusion will have to be reached regarding

the requirements, and thirdly, regarding the
felt needs of the Brazilian people. 8pecific
suggestions for the development of all three
aspects are made belows the firts and third
seem to be relatively clear-cut, but the
second represents a more complicated and
difficult decision. Who determines the re-
guirements, and how? According to what
criteria? 0Can the Centro take it upon itself
to make these decisions? These quegtions are
not easy to answer. Many lists of educational
goals and requirements are available, and these
could be of help in the formulation of at
least tentative answers. Our key concept,
however, is that of the changing requirements
of the Brazilian people, which means taking
into account the characteristics of Brazilian
life with all its regional and local variations.
This is a re-affirmation therefore, of the
"eultural map", but with two important clari-
fications or features, (1) that the '"map"
must take into account the phenomenon of change
which is actually occurring or likely to occur
and (2) that only those aspects of the "map"
are relevant to the Centro which are at the
same time relevant, directly or indirectly,
to the Bragzilian educational system. A final
decision regarding requirementy therefore
implies the one of the "map" so as to have the
necessary basis for an answer to the above
questions.

It is clear that requirements and felt needs
are not identical. Even if many Brazilians
agreed that teachers are not to “interfere'
with life outside the school, the Centro might
still very econceivably include in its re-
commendations for the future a greater emphasis
on the teaching and the demonstration of
improved methods of agriculture or hygiene,
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or the more efficient use of foodstuffs
avallable in the environment. This means
that someone else, other than the "consumers"
(that is, children and their parents) must
make the decision as to the requirements.

3tudies in Progress

(7) The studies now in progress all have implications,
direct or indirect, for the major theme proposed.

Comment - The above statement can be documented
without great difficulty. As one looks over
the activities now in progress, it seems that
no harm has been done so far through a certain
degree of adaptation of the Centro's research
program to proposals mde by applicants for
financial support.

The Present Situation in Brazilian HEducation

(8) There is immediate need for a careful, well-
documented description and critical analysis of
the present situation in Brazilian education,
to serve as a base-line against which future
changes may be seen, measured and evaluated.

Comment - This is the '"educational map", if
such an expression is still permissible. A&
large amount of material along these lines
has already been collected by I.N.E.P. and
more is gradually becoming available, but it
is _scattered, and does not as yet constitute
an integrated whole. Further discussion will
be needed to determine the content of such a
survey as well as its extent, but it should
in any case serve the purpose of answering
questions regarding the contemporary educa-
tional seene. On the basis of the material
found in the community studies, the picture
will not always be a pretty one, but the facts
will in themselves constitute a kind of
painful justification for the existence of
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the Centro., This whole task reguires
coordination not only within the Centro, but
also between the Centro and other organizations
or individuals engaged in relevant investi-
gations. The general survey here envisaged
mist indicate and emphasize the regional and
local variations in the educational picture,
and should include 2ll levels of education.
Its content should be determined according to
two major criterias first, the ineclusion of
aspects or problems which appear to be most
urgent, and second, these which are most
accessible to description and analysis on the
basis of material now available.

The base-line should serve two purposes,
first, as indicated above, to make possible
a later determination and evaluation of
changes which have occurred, and second, to
indicate to the staff of the Centro the kinds
of research required in order to fill the
most important gaps in our present knowledge.
The prenaration of this general survey should
not in any way exclude, or be regarded as
replacing, further intensive studies of the
educational situation in particular States
or regions of Brazil. In fact, one of the
most immediate tasks of the Centro should be
a determination of the form and content of
such intensive studies in order that they
may have maximum usefulness.

In this connection, a specilal analysis is re-
quired of the content of Brazilian text-books
and other reading matter used by teachers and
pupils, and the ideas about the world which
such books are 1ikely to develop in Brazilian
children.

Comment - This is the "stereotype" investi-
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gétion, which needs further planning.-and
discussion, oriented to books read by children
or used by teachers, rather than to Brazilian
literature genem lly. Again the community
studies indicate that the content of school-
books leaves such to be desired, with regard
to "raelal"'" characteristics, for example.
The study should not, howevér, be limited to
racial and national stereotypes, but should
include also an exploration of the value
systems which such books, either overtly or
covertly, tend to emphasize. Is there, for
example, a greater stress on obedience than
on self-reliance? 1Is there any clear depre-
clation of the value of manual as compared
with "white-collar" occupations, ete.? Such
investigation should be integrated, whenever
possible, with interviews of children to
determine the extent to which they echo the
views presented in school-books.

The Investigation of I"elt Needs

(10) The Centro should take immediate steps.to carry

out a thorough study of the felt needs regarding
the schools, the attitudes, expectations, sources
of satisfaction and dissatisfaction,complaints,
suggestioné, etc., of people for whom the
schools have special sgnificance., The inquiry
should extend to a éaﬁple of parents, teachers,
school administrators at different levels, and
if possible also to "Deputa dos'", who are really
responsible for decisions regarding any major
modifications of the educationsl system. The
inguiry should proceed in the following stages:

(a) Critical examination of the techniques used
in the "pilot studies" already undertaken.

(b) Analysis of the findings obtained (or
obtainable) from the materials collected.

(¢) Development of new instruments (interview
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schedules), based on the above analysis, and

directed toward testing any significant
hypotheses which appear to have emerged.

(d) Application of those new instruments, with the

(e)

cooperation of teachers, in a more extensive
"pilot study!" to be conducted in selected
communities in one state, probably Rio.

Large-scale application of improved instruments
to selected communities throughout Brazil,
whenever possible, communities previously studied
by sociologists and anthronologists should be
included, and special attention should be paid

to class differences in attitudes.

Comment - This is the Lambert proposal, also
envisaged in earlier documents. It is to be
carried out in stages, and is therefore both

a short-term and a2 long-term project. It is

to enlist the cooperation of school-teachers

in a form of "action research" or "operational
research" which is especially promising be-
cause it obtains a degree of involvement on

the part of those whom it is desired to influenc
It should provide valuable information as a
background for any changes to be introduced

into the educational system in order that it
may more fully satisfy "the felt needs of the
Brazilian people". Finally, it builds upon

and utilizes many of the studies previously
undertalten, - on social mobility, stratificatior
the relations between 2 primary school and its
neighbourhood, community studies, hitherto
unanalyzed interviews, etc.

It is suggested that the first major step
in this project should consist of interviews
with teachers, first as a pilot project in
one area, later to be extended to a wider

sample. As far ag parents are concerned, the
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difficulties previously encountered in
obtaining adequate information, particularly
from working class parents, indicate the
desirability of starting by interviewing
parents in those places (for example the
Argentina school district, Itapetininga)
where the Centro staff is already engaged in
studying the relationship between the school
and the surrounding community.

The Determination of Requirements

(11) The Centro should initiate a series of consul-
tations with the leading social scientists and
educators, both Brazilian and foreign, who have
detailed knowledge concerning relevant aspects
of Bragzilian culture, with a view to preparing
a report on any consensus which emerges regarding
the most appropriate content of education in
order to meet the requirements of the Brazilian
people,

Comment - This is admit®edly only a first step,
but it should be a useful one. O0f course
consultations are occurring all the time, but
the plan suggested would involve a more
systematic and organized inquiry than is at
present being undertaken. The justification
for proceeding immediately with such a plan
is that after all a great many elements of
the "cultural map" are already available, but
like the "educational map" these elements have
not as yet been integrated and coordinated.
The proposed inguiry would enable the Centro
to see whether there is agreement regarding
the requirementsy if there is, the content of
such agreement could be submitted to the
Min's ter of Education as a series of specific
recommendations, with the support, if that is
obtainable, of the distinguished scholars who
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have acted as consultants. They would then
in effect be serving us a Commission, some-
what as if they had been appointed by the
Government (through the Minister of Education),
who then reported baclt to the Government.
If there is no consensus, the Centro would
at least have obtained clear indications of
the nature and extent of the disagreements,
and might then be able to proceed more
directly to such investigations or inquiries
as are neededin order to reconcile the
differing opinions, or if that is impossible,
to choose between them. If funds are available
a meeting attended by as many of the consult-
ants as possible should be held elther at the
beginning or at the conclusion of the inwmiry,
preferably both.

(12) When a project has been completed, publication

(13)

of results should follow as soon as possible,
with special attention to the need for pu-
blication in a form accessible to those who
are not specialists in the social sclences.

Such communication should be directed primarily
to teachers and school administrators, and
whenever possible also to the general public.
Communication in scientific journals should
also be enouraged, bu the special problem
which the Centro must face is that of making
its conclusions widely known outside the
geientific fraternity.

Training of Research Workers

(1L)

The Centro should regard it as one of its
important tasks to arrange for training
opportunities in research, in order to build
up 2 body of young investigators with an
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interest in, and a capacity for, the development

R

of social science research in relation to edu-
cation, This function will be best fulfilled

by engaging suvuch persons to work with the senior
social secientists and educators of the Centro,

to learn research techniques from them, and

to assume a part of the responsiblility in plann-
ing and carrying out the details of the in-
vestigation. In some cages, also, they could

be used for the actual collection of data,
through interviews, application of tests, etec.
The personnel for such posts might be obtained
from among the advanced students of the Facul-
dades in Rio and S2o Paulo, as well as the Hs-
cola de Sociologia in S20 Paulo and also among
teachers and specialized personnel of state
department of education. The Centro should
consider the possibility of either (a) granting
followships to such individuals for one or two
years, in which case they could be employed in
any investigations which the senlor research
personnel was undertalking or (b) employed on

an ad-hoc basis to aid in carrying out specific
investigations. In such cases, these individuals
if they show speciz l promise, might be kept on
for a longer period as "fellows" of the Centro.
The possibility should also be considered of
having lecture courses or seminars on research
methods, which advanced students would be invited
to attend. Although in one sense research train-
ing 1s the duty of the Faculdades rather than

of the Centro, the actual opportunities for
research which the Centro can offer will usually
not be available in the Faculdades, and therefore
the Centro has a gpecial function to perform in
offering opportunities for such training. In
special cases the Centro might support and
finance regearch directed towards the Doctor's
degree, when such research fits into the plans
