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Dr. JaYJPe Abreu:
I agree in general with your memorandum concerning

staff for your Division. Both types of work are important~ and
both types of people are valuable co-workers in the Centro, but
I think that the building of a largestaff of specialists in su~
ject-matter fields would not be desirable. As you say, such people
can work on contract for jobs 0f weiting, and they generally pre-
fer to go on teaching while they are working on teachers' manuaIs,
text-books, etc.

Perhaps the American experience is not applicable he-
re, but I will repport it for what it may be worth. When I was
working for the Rockefeller Foundation, we paid some people to
write textbooks and manuaIs for teachers in the field of seconda-
ry ed~cation. In this way some Hew pioneer materiaIs were prepa-
red, ánd very soon a number of people not on our pa~roll beg~ to
prepare suck things and to publish them through the regular text-
book publishers. AlI we needed to do was to get a few people sta~
ted with Foundation money, and the pattern was adopted by others.

My experience with text-books is that the principIe
of "free enterpreisen works best there. If people stand to malte
money by sale of their boos, they will go to work without much
stimula.tion of other sorts. The role of the Ministry, in this
case, might be to stimulate of the publishing and writing business
to carry on ,

The group of people whose work is primarily of a re-
search nature are in a totally different situation, here and in
other countries. Theyamnot hope to maltemoney by seIIing their
writing. They must work in teams with other researchers, and this
means they must work inlnstitutes or University projeets or Mi-
nistry projects. They are continally tempeed a~ay by offers of
teaehing and administrative positions.

In Brazil, these people are scarce, and after one oI
tàem gets a high leveI of train1Bg, it 1s a great loss for that _
person to leave the field. Consequently it seems to me important
to eneourage such people to take full-time jobs in research agen~
eies, and to provide a good e~reer for them, in terms of saIary,
prestige, etc.

For the next severa! years it seems to me that there
will be a crueia! period for such people. They will get good
training, here or abroad, and then they will look for positions
here. If they do not find good positions, they will drift into
positions that do not use their scientific knowledge and skills,
as has been the case with several good people whom I have watehed
during the last two years. On the other hand, if they can f1nd
good positions immediate1y, I believe that the deve10pment of Un1-
yersity researeh programs, of our own Regional Centros, ete., viII
be rapid enough them within the next few years.

The prob1em oí the returning seeondary seholl people
seems to me to be a speeial one which can hardly be met by our Cen- .
tro alune. I have two further suggestions. One or two of them might
be sent to the UNESCO course for SpeeiaIists in Education at são
Paulo beginming next March, where they eould get further training
for learership here. Also, a group of them might be kept together

here in Rio for a year or so by assigning them a part-time respon-
sability for drawing up 'a model plan for the experimental Ginasio
tiofollow. In this case, the Director of the new Ginasio Should
work with them as chairma , or somedody else who will have an im-
portant position in the new Ginasio, as Curriculum Dir~ctor, or
