4 national educational conference was held in 1958 in
which the most leading politiocal authoritles of the governient
participated. The oonference discussed the tasis of the
schools, the role of the teacher and estcblished the guiding
orincinles for the further developuent of education.

4 national Congress on vocationual and agricultural
eduoation toolr place in January, 195G 4n which eduoators
representing different fields of cconoizlic and technical 1life
partioipated, as did the trade unlons and youth orgenlzetions.
The theme of the Congress was the developrient of vocational
schooling and linking it nmore closely to econonde life.

he Congress of the Polish Uaited YJorkers ‘Yarty also
indiocated the direction of develojpuent of education, scieuce
and oulture.

In face of the large growth in the nwiber of schoolfage
ohildren resulting in the need for school investment, the |
slogan has been raised to celebrate the Thousandth Juaniversary
of the Polish Itate by dbullding 1,000 schools to be raised by
coamuity activity over and above the funds alloéated by the
governent forvbuilding schools., The sphonsorship of this great

activity of building #a thousand sohools: has been taken over
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by the Hational Uaity Froant in Poland headed by the chairnan

of the Council of Jtate.,-

Irom the budget alloeated for the developuent of schools
in 1959, a considerable portion fallé t0 elenmentary schools as
a result of the further large inerease in the number of pupils
in school. Increased budgetary allotments were also cssigned
for the development of speoinl schools and institutions, for
the further_development of Teachers * Courses /Jorual Schools/,
for basio vocationsl schools and for ypreparatory agricultural
and vocotional sohools, |
In addition  to the above~mentioned inereased budgetory
expenditures, the amount allocated in 1959 for investuent
ersdits for éohool construction rose by 133,000,000 zt., Or

by 13,3 % - similer to the increase in the general school budget.

V1. Teaching Schedulas, Cu:riculuﬁ and Taxtbooks
&. Nursery tohools '
- In the 1958—1959 school yaar, thv Idnistry of Eduoation
contiaued work on the naw curriculum of aotivities in aursery
schools, better °d9)twd to the ;SJcholcgy and nceds of the
r»child and the oornunity.

Last year a new fori1 of nursery school eduestion was -
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‘introducad ia the cowntryside as an exveriuent, nanely,” braach
nursery schools for 5 do 6 year olds in elouentary schools,
This experimenf Was endbrsad by Ddarents sinece it prepared
children of ths countryside for school life and instruction,

On the request of parents, sone nursery schools in big cities
introduced expériméntally the teaching of a forelgn language
/French, Russian, EZaglish and Germah/ for 6-year o0ld children.
Teaching was conducted @uring short tiune periods by ganes and play.
b. DBlementary Schools

Wew schedules of instruction in elamentary schools
becare effective as of Séptembar 1, 1958, The number of hours
of instruCtioh was decreased in these slans. The aréest
nunber of hours weelly /in grades VI and VII/ is 31,

Special'attention was paid to schools in thé countrysida,
organized on a lower level with 5 or less teachers, which
aimed to equalize thé number of hours of iustruction in these
schools with highér orga:iized sohools with 7 or rore teachers
and to inprové oénditions of education for children in the
countryside.,

Purther changes wers i.ade in thé curriculun in the
1958~1959 school year -~ in the dircotion of dirinishinz the
burdens on the pupils by raduoing excessively extensive
teaching naterial, by reducing the amount of obligatory
reading, by shifting sone of the wors difficult sections of
the materizcl to the next grade ate, For exampls, the naterial
'of algebra and georetry cdrried in the grade VII curriculun
has been shifted to the grade VIII curriculuu, Ia elomsntary
school grades, first place has been given to the solving of
problens arithnetically. The geouetry curriculunm in elementary
schools has been concelved projpasdeuntically and adapted to

the intelleotual copabilities of the child,
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In regard to the study of the Polish language, further

reductions were umade of the too detalled and difficult
inforuation on the theory of literature and the Imowledge of
theilanguage. Enphasis has been placed on corrsctness of
speech and writing, on the practical knowledge of orthography
and gramsar by the punils In elementary schools at Present,
~ nelther the characteristics of the epoch nor literary trends,
nor bilographies of the authors are toaught since historical-
literary ooneeptions excesd the nentsl capaclity of cleuentary
school pupils, Brief inforuation about the life of the writer,
on the reading of his W0£§g$%2 show, as gencerally as possible,
the significance of the writer for the national culture.
Pupils acquaint themselves with the biographies of writers.
beginning in the secohdary school grades in systenatio
literature courses,
The Ministry of‘Education has elaborated directives'for
the teacher in carrying out the teaching currioulun in
elenentary and«seoondary schools for the 1958-1959 school
year, These direotives call the teachers” attention to the
nost 1mp6rtant sections of the teaching naterial in each
subject and in each &rade, givq,recommenddtions o applying
-nethods of work to school conditions, such as, the level of

the children, teachiﬁg in multi - grade classes, eto. The
directives allow freedou for the teacher to select the ﬁethod
of teaching, emphasizing the development of the interest of

the pupils and of forming independent understanding and
eritical thinking, Special attention is jaid to the development
of »ractical understanding, especially as concerns the

teaching of physics, chemistry, biology, politechaical

material, heving ilmportant significance in aducation and



upbringing. The importance of practical activity and drawing

is stressed in the téaching schedules‘

Pide by side with the currioulum changes are the changes
and improvement in school textbooks. These changes are
expressed by the tendency to raise the methodioal gquality and
the graphio side of the textbooks,

New textbooks for some subjects were worked out this
year., For the last few yeérs we have beén putting into
practice the prineiple of issuing two'parallel textbooks in
the same subjeot for choice by the teacher. |
¢. General Edusational Secondqry Schools.

The teaohing sohedules in general edﬁoational secondary
schools have not been subject to any changes. However the
curriculum in various subjects and grades were subject to further
changes and shifts, reducing some parts of the material., New
ourricula have been elaborated for forelgn 1anéuages end chemistry,
and new chemistry textbooks for .grades 8, 9 and 10, foreign |
language textbooks rdr grades 8 and -9, and an astronomy textbook
for grade 11. |

The new foreign language ourriculum emphasizes a practical
mastering of the language, an acquaintanceship with the given
people and their contribution to general civilization. The '
teaching of foreign languages by broadening the mental horizon of
" the pupil should contribute to a better understanding of the
need of peaceful coexistenoe aud cooperation betwesen nations.

In some general secondary schools, leotures by dooctors on
sex education and personal hygiene were introduced in the

present school year, Lectures on these subjects will be
introduced in grades 10 and 11 of all general secondary
schools in addition to the obligatory school shedule.
Soma gencral educational secondary schools have organized
experimentally, within the framework of after-school extra-—ourrieular

4. Vocational Schools

Purther changes in the ourriculun and textbooks were
introduced during the 1958;1959 sohool year in vocational w
schools in acéérdanoe with the resoiutions_of the Education
Congress, Béing elaborated at present are currioculs for s
new type pf’sbhool -~ 8 2=year prepaﬁatory”vocational and
genaral educational school, to be organized in the ooming
sohool year for graduates of elementary schools /batween
14;17 years/ who'for various rsasons are not oontinuing t@gir'
eduocation in general eduoational seoondary or-vocational sochools,

As a result of carrying out the above-nentioned law of
1958 obliging the work *stéblishments to proVide further
instruotion and vocational training for young people up to
.18 yuars of age, the Miuistry of Educatioen organized 725
branches of basio schools for workers in industry, the
building trades, tranéportation and Ebmmuﬁications, in
artisan sstablishnents and trade during the 1958-1959 school
year wiath 21, 471 young peoplg in attendance. 35 new factory
sdhools were also established by the large work establishments
1n'1ndustry, transportation and communioations and the buildiﬁg
trades, Factory schools 3ermit introducing the pupils to
actual p*oduction conditions during instruction and train
qualified workers in accordance with the essential needs of
the work establishment,

Major emphasis was placed during the present sehool year -

on training for the bullding trades, artisan trades and agrioultura
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gsince in the other fields the anount of schools basicaily
meets the needs of eoonaﬁic life,
Graduates of vsoationaiﬁsohools go through a one to two
year preliminary work period in work establishments. This
allows the graduates to achieve production experienoe, and

better prepare him for work in the chosen vocation.

VII, The Task of Upbringing ~ Youth,Organizations

Appreoiating the significance of the youth organizations
in the bringing up of ybung people in school ~ organizations
such as the Union of Polish Scouts, the Socialist Youth Union
and the Rural Youth Union - the ifinistry of Education is at
present working out the guiding principles on cooperation
between the sohools and other educational;upbringing centers

as well as school adninistrations with these 6rganizations in
| the field of bringing up young people.

The largest youth organization, whose membership is
constantly growing, is the Union of Polish Soouts. its'presgnt
- membership is 600,000, Ybung peonle gladly join the ranks of
the scouts, which attracts them by interesting forms of work
adaptéd to the psychological and physical development of the-
child. M

The basic pedagogic principle of the Union of Soouts is
, upbringing through activities based on the performahce of the
members, theﬁselvesp

The program of activities of the Union of Polish Scouts
fof the ocoming period of time inoludes the following:

- cultivate a liking for the knowledge of the oountry,
cooneration with the Poliéh Tourist Society /P.T.T.X/ in
establishing and maintaining tourist trails, in preparing

tourist services, etc;
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-~ help by the Seout group for educational ecenters /sociological,
ethnographie/ by gathering'material; descriptions,
questionnaires; |

- cultivate an intarest espepially in c¢omnunities of the
oountryside for. folk traditions, folklore;

- organlze oultural recreation and rest, such as, winter and
spring sport events, inter~team oompetitions, numerous
events and oelebrations, games for children in outdoor
playgrounas, performances by artistic groups, evening parties,
camp-fires, puppet theatres, eto.;

A-organizing soout gamps on an independent and self-operating
basis; | |

- supporting Scout #work ¢ooperatives® and pupil cooperatives.

The Union of Polish Scouts attaches much sigaificance
to technical training and fhe carrying out of socially
beneficial work,

In the fitst.stage of develoﬁing the bringing up of young
people with technical kow-how in the Scout movement, major .
emphasis is plaoed on motorization, electrotechnics, photography,
aviation, fire-prevention, salling, boating, atc.

One of the important upbringing and social tasks of the
Soout movement is the molding of relations of young peopls and
older children t0 younger children.

About 26,000 pupilas of seoondary schools belong to the
Joclalist Youth Union. The main task of the school branch of
the Socialist Youth Union is to bring up young peonle in the
oonsclousness of thelr obligation as citizens of a socizlist
soclety, The Socialist Youth Union arganizes various aftexr.

school and out of school activities such as discussion
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evenings, interesting eveuings on science and technology,
chorographic e;oursions, games and mﬁsic evenings, teaching
of ball-roon dancing, etc. M | |

One of the forms of work initiatéd by the Scoialist Jeuth
Union 1s technical hobby groups. The Soclalist Youth Union also
engages in socially beneficinl work in the school and its
surroundings, snort and tourist activ1t1es anong school youth,
ate. | |

Ln importamt type of work carried out ﬁy tha Socialist
Youth Union in vocational schools is workshop competitions.and
the orgenization of oonteéts for the best pupil in various
occupations. . “

The Rural Youth Union occupies itself with the problen
of preparing young peonle w«for agricultural work, popularizing

education, culture and s>orts on the countryside.

VIII. Teachers _

The Ministry of Eduoaﬁion pays special attention to the
training and further education of teachers basing itself on '
the principle that the professional -training of teachers and
- their social attitude is a deciding factor in the quality
of educational work and the value of the schools.

The further eduoation of teachers is based firstly on
the activities of the regional methodioal centers which, in-
close cooperation with the Polish Teaohers Union, organizes
regioaal teachers oonfereaces, public leotures together with
discussith'on pedagogic themes, individual consultztions on
the methods and content of teaching, teaching aids, etc.

Purther eduoation of 10,000 teachers, tutors, and school
" administrative workers is provided for this year in veacation

and nid~yeaxr courses,
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About 16,000 teachers are acquiring further instruction
in extra-mural /correspondenoe system/ courses in the Three-year
Teachers ’ Courses /Normal School/, or in the TFive-year Higher
Pedagogical Schools., 4 further increase of Teacher's Courses
is forescen which trains elementary school teachers on a higher
level than the former pedagogical seoondsry sohosls, whose
nunber is diminishing.

Special attention is being given during the »resent
school year to the training and further education of tutors |
in ohildrsn s homes and other upbringing-tutelary institutions.,

Further 3edagogic schooling for teachers in v00ational

schools 1s also being crganized.

IX, School Reform

The lidnistry of Education is‘oontinuing its work on
school reform, both with regard to school structure as well
as the conteias of feaching; The extension of eduocation in
elementary schools from 7 to 8 years is foreseaen. General
educational Seocondary sohools, based on the 8-year eclementary
school will be 4~year schools, Vocational sdhools preparing
skilled workers will last for 2 or 3 years, and secondary
technical sohools —~ 4 or 5 years.

In accordance with the recommendations of the 3rd Congress
of the Polish United Workers® Party on the changes in the
structure and content of eduoational work, the sohools
should have better possibilities of preparing young people
for lifs, to make use of nodern teohnology so that during
their education in general-.educational schools they will

already achieve the basic knowledge and habits of work.
