In the later
I had the ablelcollaboration of Josildeth de Silva Gomes., We
decided to study a primary school in relation to the communlty of
the city of Rio de Janeiro, and especlally the neighbourhood from which
the children of the school came, After a general consideration of the
system of primary education in the Rx=m Federal District ( which includes
the larger part of the»conurbanation of Kio de Janeiro along with a
smell rural area of litéle importance) including visits to sixteen
schools, we selected the one around whichvthe study was to be made.

(¢c) Interviews with a half of the teachers of the morning shift,
based on a questiohaire which they filled in with the help of a field-
worker; andquestionaires Submitted to a group of teachers-in-training '
at the Institute of Education and the Training College "Carmela Dutra”
which together are responsable for all teacher-training in the
Federal District.

(d) Onterviews with informamts selected for their experience in
relation to relsgious, social and "cultural"association and institutl

education systems
-ions, scales of social prestige, commerce and industry,/and other
aspects of the culture and structure of the neighbourhood and city-
community.

(g) Direct observations made of the neighbourhood, its instit-
utions, group activities, assoclations, religious orgenisations etc.,
and especila_ly of the school.

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Using the data collected during the field work, I set about

an snalysis of the factors in the socisl life of the familiés which

conditioned their sttitudes to the schodl snd their preformance

within it.

the link between soclial science research and practicel steps for the
Improvement of educstional systems, The combination of research‘énd &
experiment, first in Guatemala Schoél, and now on & more comprehensive
basis In the "laboratory municipality" in Leopoldins, are very encouraging
signs of the development of interdisciplinary action without which

the Centrovcannét fulfill its aims, But the problem of bringing into

extent the working class and peasantry, to whom the lower middle-class

Qé—my experience seem usually to hawe been related., These contacts

led me deeply into families, with their festivals, passtimes, disputes

occasions, back into the roca from whence they or their parents had

come.
